If I were to offer one piece of advice for making this Holy Week meaningful, it would be to attend our
Good Friday Tenebrae service this week at 7:30 pm. Without a doubt, this is my favorite service of the year.
This service does me more good, and prepares me better for Easter Sunday, than any Lenten resolution I have
ever made.

We gather for this service on Friday because it was on the Friday before Easter that Jesus was killed.
At this service we remember the events of the day that lead up to Jesus’ death on the cross. We also remem-
ber Jesus’ words to his disciples on Maundy Thursday, the day before Jesus’ death, when he gathered with
them in the upper room for the last supper. (The word Maundy means “instruction”, and refers to the instruc-
tions that Jesus gave to his disciples during this supper to love each other at much as he had loved them — John
15:12).

Our service on Friday is called a Tenebrae service (Tenebrae is Latin for “darkness” or “shadow”).
Through scripture, music, the sharing of communion, and the extinguishing of candles we will remember how
Jesus spent the hours before his death. Not only will this service remind us of the terrible events of Good
Friday, it will also leaves us with the hope that there is something better on the way, Jesus’ victory over death,
which we celebrate on Easter Sunday (and every Sunday).

So I hope to see you on Friday at 7:30 and on Easter Sunday as we remember those astounding events
that first occurred almost 2,000 years ago.

A “Note” from the KHCC Music Department:

WHEN | SURVEY THE WONDROUS CROS

After Isaac Watts finished his college studies and returned home to Southampton, he
wrote many of his now immortalized hymns for Above Bar Congregational Church. In
1696 Isaac, age 22, left home for London to become a tutor.

All the while he was feeling a clear tug toward ministry. On his 24" birthday, July 17,
1698, Isaac preached his first sermon. The following year he became assistant pastor of
London’s Mark Lane Church. In March of 1700 Isaac received a letter from his brother
Enoch urging him to publish the hymns he had written at Southampton.

Isaac, however, hesitated. He had other obligations on his time. On March 8, 1702 he be-
came Mark Lane’s pastor. The next year, 1703, the church chose Samuel Price of Wales
to assist Isaac due to the latter’s fragile health. Under the preaching of these two the old
dying church revived. The building grew too small for the crowds and a new house of
worship was built down the street.

Finally in 1707 Watts published his hymns, selling the copyright to a Mr. Lawrence, the
publisher, for ten pounds. This volume was an instant success. It was enlarged and re-
published in 1709.

“When I Survey the Wondrous Cross” appeared in his 1707 book of hymns. Inspired by
Galatians 6:14, it was originally titled ¢ Crucifixion to the World, by the Cross of
Christ.” Many consider it the finest hymn in English church history, and Charles Wesley
reportedly said he would rather have written it than all his own.
