From the Minister. . . . .   

How should we make big decisions as a church?  We could give the responsibility 

for making big decisions to someone else, the church board could make all the these 

decisions or we could even let the senior minister be the decision maker in the 

church.  When it comes to making the big decisions, the ones that affect us all in one 

way or another, we might prefer to give that responsibility to someone else, after all, 

big decisions are tough.   Fortunately the Bible tells us how the early church made 

such decisions. 

 

You can find a great story of church decision making in Acts 15.   At this time the 

church was trying to decide what to do about all the people who were becoming 

Christians who hadn’t been raised in the Jewish faith, should they be curcumcised, 

should they follow the dietary laws?   Here are a few interesting excerpts from this 

story that give us a clue as to how a decision was finally reached on this matter. 

 

“After Paul and Barnabas had no small dissention and debate with them, Paul and 

Barnabas and some of the others were appointed to go up to Jerusalem to discuss 

this question with the apostles” (15:2).  “The apostles and the elders met together to 

consider the matter.  After there had been much debate, Peter stood up…” (15:6-7).  

“The whole assembly kept silence, and listened to Paul and Barnabas…” (15:12). 

 

This story certainly makes one thing clear, the importance of discussion among 

those concerned before a decision is reached.  I love how in this story the discussion 

begins among the church folk in Antioch and very quickly was being discussed by 

the elders and apostles in Jerusalem.   I hope that this willingness to discuss difficult 

decisions will always be a part of Kings Highway Christian Church just as it was a 

part of the Church when James, Paul, Peter and Barnabas were around.
