“Sweet Hour of Prayer” first appeared in the New York Observer on September 13, 1845, accompanied by 

this explanatory note by a Rev. Thomas Salmon, a British Minister recently immigrated to America: 

 

“At Coleshill, Warwickshire, England, I became acquainted with W. W. Walford, the blind preacher, a man 

of obscure birth and connections and no education, but of strong mind and most retentive memory. In the 

pulpit he never failed to select a lesson well adapted to his subject, giving chapter and verse with unerring 

precision and scarcely ever misplacing a word in his repetition of the Psalms, every part of the New Testa-

ment, the prophecies, and some of the histories, so as to have the reputation of “knowing the whole Bible by 

heart,” He actually sat in the chimney corner, employing his mind in composing a sermon or two for Sab-

bath delivery…On one occasion, paying him a visit, he repeated two or three pieces he had composed, and 

having no friend at home to commit them to paper, he had laid them up in the storehouse within. “How will 

this do?” asked he, as he repeated the following lines…I rapidly copied the lines with my pencil as he ut-

tered them, and sent them for insertion in the Observer.” 

 

No one, however, has ever found a trace of a blind preacher named W. W. Walford in Coleshill, England. 

There was a Congregational minister named William Walford who wrote a book about prayer containing 

striking similarities to this poem, and some believe he was the author. But he was neither blind or unedu-

cated, and the authorship of this hymn remains a mystery. 

 

There’s yet another mystery---a deeper one--- connected to this hymn. It’s the question Jesus asked Simon 

Peter in Gethsemane: “What? Could you not watch with Me one hour?” If an hour spent with the Lord is so 

sweet, why do we race through our day prayerless, then squeeze all our requests into a two-minute segment 

at bedtime? If prayer is so powerful, why do we neglect it so consistently? An oft-omitted verse to this hymn 

says: 

 

Sweet hour of prayer! Sweet hour of prayer! The joys I feel, the bliss I share, Of those whose anxious spirits 

burn with strong desires for Thy return! With such I hasten to the place where God my Savior shows his face, 

And gladly take my station there, and wait for Thee, Sweet Hour of Prayer! 

 

Personal Note From Louise Chamberlain: 

I have just gotten out of the hospital again, but while I was there, I stayed in prayer most of the time. Out-

side my door, I heard the passing of life (someone dying), then it seemed like just a few moments, until the 

hospital speaker played a “lullaby” indicating that a baby had been born.  

 

The Lord Giveth, the Lord taketh away! We never know when our “hour” comes, so it’s best to be prepared.
