I have been walking with my across-the-street neighbor, Gayle, for about 15
years. In those years we have discussed every topic imaginable, from our individual
cares and woes to national politics. I also managed to get in some discussion about
religion, in which, she firmly advised, was not interested because she was Jewish and
“didn’t want to talk about it.” One morning during our walk I was relating that my
mother was scheduled for open heart surgery; my brother had been diagnosed for
the second time with non-Hodgkin's lymphoma; and Maury’s dad was not doing
well. T will never forget the expression on Gayle’s face when she turned to me and
asked “How can you still smile with all that on your plate?” “Easy”, I veplied, “Jesus
Christ.”

A door was opened that morning. From that day forward Gayle and I talked
about Jesus Christ and the love it took for God to send His only son to the cross to die
for our sins. It was hard for her to understand how God could love her, a Jew,
because the Jews “were the ones that killed Jesus.” It took some time and lots of
prayer to help her understand, but one day she finally said, “I got it!” and accepted
Christ as her Savior. And what a difference it has made in her life! She understands
that just because she is a Christian, life will not always be perfect, but she will be
able to deal with it a whole (ot easier.

We're not doing the full blown backpacks this year for two reasons:
(1) We want to focus more on the evangelism than the gifts and do as many
outreaches as we can in the 10-14 days we've set aside in December.
(2) We are partnering with a HUGE organization who already gets tons of gifts
per year for children and we fit in just right with them to reach 5-10 times as
many children as doing the backpacks program on a much smaller scale.

The donations we receive will go toward a small gift for each child, the rest
will go toward transportation, food and lodging of the big team we need to pull
off these kinds of outreaches. We'll be doing skits, puppet shows, theater
productions, preaching and a gospel film at night.

We are partnering with “"Operation Christmas Child”, William Graham's Shoebox
Ministry. They receive their Shoeboxes in February and will be going
into cities to distribute them at all of the churches in March. They have never
done a big, huge kid-friendly, evangelistic outreach during their distributions
until we began to partner with them and brought in our team to do the dramas,
films and stories.

The backpacks were a HUGE blessing, but since the Shoebox Ministry is doing the
same thing but doing more like 50,000 gifts compared to our 3000, we'll let them
do what they do well, and we'll do what we do well (the evangelism). So its
pretty exciting to partner with other ministers of the Gospel reaching for the
same goal but being exponentially more effective by working together instead of
alone. Working for God is exciting!
