The first week of August I sent out a le�er telling
everyone about our finances for this year.  The month of
August then came through like I had hoped and we
collected more than we spent.  Now we have four
Sunday’s behind us in September and we are back where
we were before my le�er.  I was recently asked how much
we needed to collect each Sunday to pay our bills. 
According to our opera�ng budget and our capital budget
(that’s what pays the note to the bank) we need $10,000
per week. The first four Sundays of September we took in
$28,300.  It doesn’t take a CPA to figure out that is
$11,700 short. We need to catch up or give extra – it’s
that simple.
